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Supplies—
Alberta.—Supplies were gont to Moost Mountain, Mistawasis, Abousaht
and Alberni Indian Sehools, to Vegreville Homnes and Grande Prairie Hos-
pital, also reserve beles to Moose Wountain and Pipestone. The supply
committee divided this work among, sight Presbyterials. Early in June we
roceived an appeal for supplies for the mew hospital in Bonnyville.- Eaeh
Presbyterial eheerfully and liberally responded. 0 this extra call, and a
gomplete list of linen, ete.,, Wwas provided. Letters appreciative of our
offorls have been received from the Suppl%r Gecretary of the General
Council, and from the matron of the bospital. ;
British Columbia.-—The sllocation of supplics for the ' Trovince of
British Columbia included ouifits for twenty pupils ot Ahousabt Boarding
School, clothing for twelve day school pupils at Teluelet, and warm articles
of clothing and quilts for 2 few old people. and youeg children on the
Reserves at Uecluelet and Dodger fhis was divided atoong the
four Presbyterials aecording to the aumber of Auxiliaries and Misgion
Bands. In esch case the allocation was accopted and all requirements met. -
